I am writing you to tell you that my father was just diagnosed with Mesothelioma a very rare deadly cancer.
Why this is important is because he got it from being in the service. You might want to tell anybody that is still
alive to get tested if they have not already. It is much more treatable before symptoms break out.
My dad explained to me that he slept under the guns on the USS Walke and that when they would go off this
stuff would rain down in his bunk and he would be covered with it . Also he was exposed to it when it was in
dry dock in San Francisco and actually wrapped the guns with it and the pipes. The makers of this product
knew the danger of this as far back as 1931 and did not disclose their effects.
You will know this type of cancer because the lungs usually fill up with fluid and it is on the outer lining of the
lungs verses the actual lung itself. It is not like cigarette smoking and a clear and definitive difference. Just so
you know my father never smoked.
The US government knows this and is aware. We have VA benefits available to us for this stuff.
My dad will die from this, when we are not sure he was just diagnosed 2 days ago.
My dad remembers everything about the USS Walke. He remembers how many ships were in the fleet at the
time, where the ship was it, where he was when it was hit.
He almost went back to his bunk to get his candy bar but because he was late to his watch he didn't. If he had,
he would not be alive today.
